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This is a guide to help describe some functions that 
you may not be aware of using the Escient Vision 
Media Servers and the included handheld remote. 
This will focus specifically on the Options button 
on the remote. 
 
 
We’ll start from the Main Menu and explore different screens in which the Options 
button can provide many time saving features. 
 
 

MAIN MENU: 
Starting from the Main Menu, 
let’s take a look at the DVD/CD 
Player menu item. 
 
This section is where you have 
normal CD or DVD player options 
to play or import media. 
 
 
We are going to look at the import screens. 
 

 

 

 

 
 
 
 



1. - Selecting or deselecting tracks for a CD impor t 
 
 

If you wanted to import an entire 
CD, you would simply select 
“Start Import”.  
 
But what if you want to import 
only a song or two? Or what if 
you want to import the entire CD 
except one track? 
 
You can manually select or 

deselect each track one at a time… or we can explore the power of the OPTIONS button. 
 
 
 
For this demonstration, I want to import 
only one track… “Tattoo”. 
I can of course deselect all tracks other 
than “Tattoo” but a better way is to press 
the OPTIONS button on the Vision 
remote. 
 
 
A pop-up window will appear with 
options to select all or deselect all. 
I am going to deselect all.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
Now my screen looks like this:   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Then I can select only “Tattoo”, go back one screen and continue the import. A lot faster 
than deselecting one track at a time, eh? 
 



2.- Adding all albums from one artist to the music queue 
 
The next area we are going to look at is the Music section. 
 
First thing we are going to do is play all albums from one artist. 
Easiest way to do this is to go into Music then select “Artists”. 
You will then see all artists listed alphabetically. 
 
I want to listen to all of the 14 Beatles albums I have on my 
system but I don’t want to have to add one album at a time. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
All we need to do is highlight the artist we want to play and press the OPTIONS button 
on the remote. Again you will see a pop-up windows appear with several things to choose 
from. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

·  Play Now: will add all of the 14 albums I have for The Beatles to the music queue 
and begin playing. 

·  Play Next: will add all 14 albums to the queue and play after the currently playing 
song. 

·  Add to Queue: will simply add all 14 albums to the end of the queue. 
·  Add to Existing Playlist: If you have a playlist already created that you would like 

to add to, this is an easy way to add items to that existing playlist. 
·  Add to New Playlist: If you would like to create a new playlist from the 

highlighted item that you pressed options on you would select this item. For 
example, I can select this item and create a new playlist and call it “All Beatles”. 

·  Clear Queue: will stop music playback if playing and clear the existing music 
queue. 

·  Cancel: dismisses the pop-up. 
 
 



3.- Saving a Music Queue as a Playlist 
 
 
I have selected “Play Now”.  
 
This added all 14 albums to the 
music queue and begins playback.  
The system will transition to the 
Now Playing screen after a brief time 
depending on the setting in 
SETUP�  GENERAL�  NOW 
PLAYING AUTO RETURN. 
 
 
At this point, using our powerful OPTIONS button on the remote, we can: 

1. Have the system Shuffle the music playback 
2. Tell it to continue playback by turning Repeat to “on” 
3. View all songs in the music queue 
4. or Clear the Queue 

 
 
Let’s continue on and view our 
Music Queue… 
 
You will now see all songs 
currently in the queue.  
 
If you notice at the bottom of 
this screen you can see you can 
reorder the tracks in the queue 
by highlighting a track and 
pressing the left or right arrow keys to move a track up or down in the queue. 
 
Now, let assume you have been adding tracks to the music queue and you have 
everything just as you’d like it. Instead of having to possibly recreate the queue at a later 
date, you can save this queue as a playlist if you’d like! How? You guessed it, press the 
OPTIONS button now… 
 
Now we have choices to: 

1. Remove a highlighted song from the queue 
2. Save the Queue as Playlist 
3. Clear the Queue 

 
 
 
 



4.- Faster way to edit a Music Album 
 
Instead of going to MUSIC, then selecting OPTIONS, then selecting EDIT MUSIC, then 
finding the album you need to edit…. We can use a cool shortcut. 
 
In this example, we are looking at the library in the Cover Flow view. I noticed that my 
AC/DC albums are shown as “Ac/DC” instead of “AC/DC.  
 
I want to capitalize the first “C”. 
 
You can simply highlight the album you want to edit and press the OPTIONS button on 
the remote:

5.- Cool tricks with Rhapsody using the Options but ton on the 
remote 
 
As you may or may not know, Rhapsody give us access to millions of albums from artists 
from all over the world. Here you can find New Releases, view and play the Top Tracks 
or Artists being streamed from Rhapsody, etc. 
 
Let suppose we are listening to a Rhapsody station and all of the sudden a song comes on 
that you just love and you want easy access to it for future playback. 
 
 
By pressing our awesome OPTIONS 
button I can add this track the my 
Rhapsody Library or I can choose to add 
the entire album from which this track is 
on to My Library. 
 
 
 
“My Library” is kind of like bookmarks 
to your favorite artists, albums, 
and songs within Rhapsody.  
 
From the Rhapsody main menu 
you will see the entry for My 
Library. 
 
So now when I select My Library 
then choose My Artists I can now 
find that Cheap Trick album I 
added from above. 
 
 
Another example is let’s say 
within Rhapsody you did a 
search for “Bob Dylan”. You 
can then view a list of all of 
his albums.  
Now we can highlight 
albums and press options to 
add the entire album to My 
Library. Now we don’t have  
to do a search anymore. We 
just browse My Library! 
 
Very cool, very easy! 



6.- A faster way to delete music 
 
Let’s say we want to delete a music album from the Vision server. 
While in the Delete Screens, instead of deleting one track at a time:

7.- Creating new music or movie genres, 3 Scenarios  
 
Scenario1: You imported your Christmas music and notice that some albums are in 
“Family”, some in “folk”, some in “country”, etc. But none are in “Christmas”. In fact, 
there isn’t even a genre named “Christmas”!  
 

Select “Genre” in the Edit Music 
screen. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Press Options on the 
remote.  
Select “New Genre”. 

 
 
 
 

Enter the new genre title 
and save.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Make sure to 
remember to 
UNCHECK the old 
genre so the album   
is not listed in both 
the new and old 
genres. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Scenario2: You have an album in your library that is in the genre “Soul and R&B”, but 
you would rather it be called just “R&B”.  
 
 

 
Select “Genre” in the Edit Music 
screen.

Scenario3: You have several DVDs of live music concerts and want to group them 
together. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Select “Edit Movie Info” on 
DVDs you want to edit. 

Select “Genre”. 

Press Options on the remote 
and select “New Genre”. 

Enter the name of your new 
genre and save. 

Done!  
 
If other DVDs fall into this 
same genre, you will now be 
able to just select that genre 
from the genre selection 
screen in Edit Movie. 



8. – Add all albums from a genre to the music queue  
 
Here’s the scenario… 
 
You have some guests over for dinner and want an easy way to listen to your jazz for 
background music. One way is to have previously created a custom Jazz playlist. But no 
time, they just walked through the door and you need it playing now! 
 
What I would do first is to Clear the queue to ensure the only thing that is going to play is 
my jazz music I am getting ready to add. Wouldn’t want to have that Tiffany track that 
you were listening to yesterday to start playing in the middle of dinner! 
 
First let’s go to the Now Playing screen.  
(Helpful hint: The “Menu / View” button takes you right there 
with one press!) 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

On the Now Playing screen 
press Options and select 
“Clear Queue”. 

We know it is clear now 
because it tells us “No songs 
in the Queue”. 

Press the HOME button on the 
remote to go back to the Main 
Menu. Select Music, then select 
“Genres”. We want to highlight 
“Jazz” and press the OPTIONS 
button on the remote. 

On the pop-up, select “Play 
Now” and enjoy dinner!
